A Word from the Rector 

Dear Friends, 

Summer proceeds apace! In fact, in addition to our 
summer activities, plans for the �Program Year� are 
much underway. 

Sunday, September 12 is our Program Year start-up, 
with Sunday School Registration, the return of the 
vested, processing Choir�and with a special two 
service schedule (7:30 and 10:00) to accommodate 
our Church of the Holy Spirit Parish Celebration 
(details elsewhere in this issue of Together). 

Meanwhile�  

The Worship Committee and I have been busy; 
reviewing results from Survey #1, studying options, 
weighing the plusses and minuses of the various 
possibilities.  There�s no perfect solution, but we 
believe that we have a proposal for a revised 
worship schedule that would address key issues and 
make room for important congregational 
development.  So, look for another letter from us, 
shortly�which includes a second survey. 

More details in that mailing, but I did want to share 
with you now that we�re looking at going to a two-
service Sunday morning schedule�and the addition 
of a new service on Saturday at 5:00 p.m. Please 
remember, again, that we wouldn�t be instituting the 
permanent new schedule (including starting up a 
Saturday service) until the weekend of the First 
Sunday of Advent, November 27 and 28.

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A Saturday 5:00 p.m. service is a Sunday Eucharist, with the Sunday Scripture Lessons and such, but 
�anticipated,� so to speak. This would be an offering for th ose who like a later, simpler, somewhat shorter 
service; reverent (of course), but more on the reflective (rather than the �pomp-and-circumstance�) side of 
things. This is also a kind of service (and time-slot) that has often proven to be a more comfortable worship 
point-of-entry for many of today�s seekers. A number of other Episcopal congregations on the Cape 
(Barnstable, Chatham, South Yarmouth) have successful Saturday 5:00 p.m. offerings. 

So, what�s the next step? 

The next step is for you to consider the proposal outlined in the forthcoming letter and provide feedback in 
the included Survey #2. Tell us what you think; using the self-addressed, stamped envelope which will be 
provided, as before.

Tanzania Mission Talk

Her presentation will in-
cluded a short DVD highlighting the primary school where over 200 children are now receiving 
an education.

Our next Adult Education offering engages with C. S. Lewis, one of the most important Christian writers of 
modern times (and�as is well known�a personal favorite of Father Adam). Lewis combines a highly read-
able writing style, a vivid imagination, and the keen mind of a great teacher who fosters the thinking of those 
who study with him. His Christian writings proceed out of his own profound faith journey. They offer not just 
�ideas� but create a space which invites his readers to a l iving, practical, and relational spirituality. 

The Great Divorce is a short work; only 150 modest, uncrowded pages, but widely regarded as one of Lewis� 
best. Truly a classic. Imagine that a bus arrives in Hell, offering a trip to Heaven for all of Hell�s inhabitants. 
And once there at Heaven, no one has to go back! What happens? Lewis� story is a powerful reflection on   
human choices; human spiritual dispositions at work, right here and now. 

The format will be similar to that of our series on Henri Nouwen last Advent. Each session will begin with 
viewing a portion of an award-winning video biography of Lewis: The Magic Never Ends:  The Life and Faith 
of C.S. Lewis. Following this, Father Adam will offer a presentation as we work our way through the book�
with plenty of opportunity for comment and discussion.

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Update from the Senior Warden 

It has been a hot and busy month, trying to juggle the needs of the Church and the need to 
spend time with my family � I am sure you all have the s ame tensions. As I write I am in 
England spending time with my family and friends here, and relaxing for a couple of 
weeks. 

Thank you for responding to the Worship Committee survey about the Sunday service 
schedule. A great many of you sent forms in and the Worship Committee has analyzed the 

responses and come up with a suggestion for moving forward which will be sent out in another survey for 
comments during August. PLEASE respond again! We specially need to hear from the Church School par-
ents. 

I hope you were able to enjoy the excellent series on � Taking Care of Business� in July led by Father Adam 
and Sara Fry. They gave us very good information which we all need to take note of and get organized (note 
to self: just do it!). 

The Film Series presented by the Peace and Justice Committee is excellent and there are still two more 
films in August. I hope you are able to go to some of these. The ones I saw during the winter are still very 
much alive in my mind. 

The Vestry is still working on the issues raised at the Vestry Retreat back in March. The Funding Commit-
tee has great ideas on how to raise more money to enable us to fund an Assistant for Father Adam (before 
he burns out), and they are working on finding people to volunteer for running events. If your talents lie in 
this direction please contact Phil Suraci or myself. The Wardens are working on the case for an Assistant 
Rector: a document that defines why we need one. The Treasurer and Finance Committee are starting work 
on the Budget for 2011. The �Space-Use� Committee has updated t he contract for renting the Parish Hall 
and is preparing documentation on procedures to go with the contract on what to do in emergencies, where 
the first-aid kits are, etc. This will all go before the Vestry for approval. 

Pastoral Care in this Parish is a huge need and is responded to be both clergy and laity in a wonderful, dedi-
cated and caring manner. The clergy and Hospital Visitors manage to have someone visiting at Cape Cod 
Hospital almost every day each week. If you have to go there, please notify the Church Office (call Judith 
Reppucci on 508-255-0433) otherwise we don’t know you are there, and with the HIPPA laws it is hard to 
find out. There is also a lot of follow up by both the clergy, Sara Fry and the Parish Nurses and the Lay Pas-
toral Care Committee under Ellie Brainard. So if you are sick, please let the Church know and we�ll do all 
we can to help.

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Treasurer’s Report:  At the end of June, income is under by about $17,700; $14,845 of this is a shortfall in pledge in-
come.  Expenses are a bit under budget projections. So after six months, we find ourselves in a deficit of $15,326.47, 
better than last year, but not what we hoped for. Gilbert Merritt is a new member of the Finance Committee. The Vestry 
unanimously voted to receive and accept with thanks the gift of $6,588.94 from the Charles & Dorothy Campbell Chari-
table Fund. 

Membership Growth and Seeker Inclusion:  The Vestry is starting a process of addressing this issue. Chip Bechtold 
shared insights from the book, Christianity for the Rest of Us by Dianna Butler Bass. The importance of upgrading and 
expanding our website was discussed. 

Welcoming:  There will be an effort to educate parishioners to reach out to members of the congregation they don’t 
know. Discussions are underway concerning how to more fully integrate new members into the parish. 

Serving: 

Health Ministry:  �Taking Care of Business� program is underway with about 40 p arishioners attending. At the request 
of the Lay Pastoral Care Committee, plans are in process to develop discussion groups concerning specific chronic dis-
eases; books will be read by the groups to stimulate discussion.   

Planned Giving:  The 2010 pledge card will have a place where one can voluntarily indicate planned gifts to the church. 
During a three week period Planned Giving will be mentioned in church services. 

Stewardship:  Plans for the Fall Stewardship Campaign have been finalized. The first event will be an All Parish Picnic 
in September and will be devoted to comradeship and love of church. October 24 will be Stewardship Sunday, with the 
in-gathering three weeks later. 

Administration:  During the summer, the office will be closed on Fridays. Judith Reppucci will be working longer 
hours Monday through Thursday, taking Fridays off. 

Property:  Quotes are still pending to remove the locust trees, roots, and to repair the parking lot and repaint the parking 
lines.  July 24 is a scheduled work day for the committee to deal with many minor repairs on the properties. 

Warden’s Report: 

Funding Committee:  This committee is meeting regularly and is focusing on activities in 2011 which may include a 
Summer Fair/Craft Event, and Community Dinners on a regular basis. The committee will present recommended events 
for 2011 to the Vestry by October 1. 

Rector’s Report: 

Worship Committee:  There was close to a 60% response to the first survey. Collated results of the first questionnaire 
were reviewed. Based on the results, the Rector and Worship Committee will be sending out a parish-wide letter describ-
ing a proposed worship schedule change, together with a second questionnaire for parishioners’ thoughts on the proposal. 
An effort will be made to encourage better participation from our younger adult membership. 

July Fourth Parade:  The float was a great success and many thanks were extended to Mary Anne Bragdon and all who 
participated in this project. 

Rector’s Vacation:  The Rector will be on vacation from July 30 through Sunday, August 8. 

Old Business: 

By-Law Review and Revision Committee:  The committee will present proposed changes to the Vestry for approval at 
the September 2010 meeting; final revisions will be presented to the Congregation at the 2011 Annual Meeting. 

Next Regular Vestry Meeting:   The  next Vestry Meeting will be Thursday, August 19, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. in the Fire-
place Room.

Vestry Highlights�July, 2010 
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Proclamation 

Our Sunday Eucharist � Two Items to Think About 

Dear Friends, 

As you know, I have a strong appreciation for established practice here at our Church of the Holy Spirit. How-
ever, practices also have to be re-evaluated from time to time. Sometimes, making careful adjustments helps us 
to restore the clarity and direction of worship services. 

I would like to see us make two adjustments in our Sunday Eucharist:  slight shortenings at both the Peace and 
the Birthday and Anniversary Blessing. 

At the Peace we express our fellowship and reconciliation before sharing Holy Communion. We share the 
Peace by passing it along. (Rather than necessarily exchanging it with each member of the congregation.) 

I suggest we share the Peace (for the most part) with those in our immediate area only. The fellowship follow-
ing the services offers the opportunity for longer conversations, catching-up, and new connections. Not a rigid 
rule here; just a more general suggestion. (After all, my style is such that I�m more likely to offer a pastoral 
�nudge� than to set down a hard-and-fast requirement!) 

The Birthday and Anniversary Blessing is a cherished practice at the Church of the Holy Spirit. I find it very 
meaningful, myself. We pray over those gathered at the Altar who are celebrating birthdays, anniversaries or 
other significant occasions of thanksgiving. 

So, here�s what I suggest: First, I�ll remind our Lay Reade rs to wait at the indicated points during the Prayers 
of the People, and pause long enough for everyone to name their intercessions�so our more general prayer 
intentions can be fully included.  Then, later, at the Blessing of Birthdays and Anniversaries, I ask that people 
begin by stating their own names. (Remember that visitors may not know us�and we may not know the    
visitors who sometimes come for this Blessing.) And I also ask that we be just a bit more to the point in our   
sharing. What we�re doing is �naming� the celebration bef ore God and one another. 

Our sharing at the Peace and the Birthday and Anniversary Blessing is joyous�even fun, sometimes. But we 
also want to stay in the sacred moment and continue the flow of the Eucharist as whole. 

I believe that these adjustments will help our worship be clear, directional�and more ready to include the 
seekers whom God sends our way. Thanks!

Among a number of examples of inclusive actions she tells of a church where after worship and 
fellowship, a visitor is invited to join a group of parishioners who go out to dine together after 
church.

We actively support the process of welcoming seekers and visitors:  encouraging them to join us at 
coffee hour, giving them a blue coffee mug, introducing them to others, using the blue visitor�s 
card for follow up contact, visiting them with a welcoming basket and seeking opportunities for 
each to become engaged in the life of the Parish. Your loving participation in our welcome to oth-
ers is encouraged, and we would be delighted should you wish to become engaged in the commit-
tee�s work.

How to be Good 

Is that a statement or a question? Maybe 
both. How to be Good, is the title of a 
novel by English  author Nick Hornby. 
This is a funny but deeply serious 
novel. Critics have called it: “....a 
thorny parable....darkly 
funny...worrying....bitingly clever...” 

A family, under the guidance of a character who 
calls himself Good News, tries to be good. It’s  im-
possible to be good without doing good, and therein 
lies the drama. Can a family survive the stress of do-
ing good? 

The Sunday Morning Book Group has been in  exis-
tence for nine years and this is the first time a novel 
has ever been on the agenda.
