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A Word from the Rector 

 

My dear friends, 

Lent is a call to reconnection; a spiritual school in 

refreshed paying attention.  Who are we, in Christ 

and because of Christ? What might be the new 

spheres of our becoming in Christ�s life and 

purpose? What does it mean�for us and others�

that we are Baptized persons and a Baptized 

people? 

Lent is a shared experience, but there are many 

different ways of engaging in what we share. One-

size-fits-all patterns of Christian devotion are 

neither practical nor helpful. There are, however, 

certain classic areas of spiritual discipline:  prayer, 

simplification of life, study, responding to those in 

need. However we engage these in our own 

circumstances, these are all Lenten basics. And I 

always encourage folks to be patient and humble 

enough to be modest in their intentions. Set goals 

realistic enough actually to carry out! Let growth 

be incremental, longer-term. 
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One item that I�d like to highlight here: our Lent/Eastertide Wednesday study and reflection series on 

Eugene Peterson�s Christ Plays in Ten Thousand Places. I�ve found this to be a notably engaging,         

conversation-fostering volume. It deals with classic elements of Christian faith�but in a way that is bot h 

open and practical. Additional details are provided elsewhere in this issue of Together. This is a ten-week 

series, beginning on February 24, with the first five sessions going through March 24. We�ll be taking a 

two-week break during Holy Week and Easter Week (March 31 and April 7). Then we�ll start up again on 

April 14 for the second half, finishing on May 12. To be sure, a ten-week series  is something of an        

investment�but one that I�m sure will be much worth it. Our  first session will include watching a video 

interview with Peterson, both enjoyable�and also helpful to get the ball rolling. In the following sessions, 

we�ll have both a whole-group presentation (which I�ll l ead), as well as small-group breakouts to go 

deeper in conversation. 

Blessings on our journeys and on our Journey, this Lent and always.

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Update from the Senior Warden  

 

Thank you for electing me as Senior Warden for a second term. It fills me with 
humility, and I am honored and privileged to serve you in this capacity in this first 
year of Father Adam’s ministry among us. 

The new Vestry has met, and our new members (Bev Dreher and Nat Goddard) 
went through an orientation session beforehand to become familiar with the way 
the Vestry is currently working. 

The Vestry and Father Adam will be reviewing our path forward at our Vestry Retreat on Friday/
Saturday, March 26/27, so PLEASE call beforehand if you think of things that could be improved, 
or started or even stopped. It will be a time of reflection and visioning and we will hope to come 
out of the process with some concrete plans, or at least plans for plans � by which I mean defining 
the steps needed to make a decision. I also ask for your prayers during the time of the Vestry Re-
treat, that we may discern God’s will for the Parish. 

We have a new copier for the major publications of the Parish as the last copier had become          
unreliable. When that machine is in use, the smaller copier is available in Judith Reppucci’s office. 
Please feel free to use either one for any copying needs for your Parish ministries. 

Father Adam led us in two Saturday morning sessions in February learning to meditate on the Je-
sus prayer. These were well attended and some people found the experience profound. Father 
Adam has also started the Lenten and Easter series on Eugene Peterson’s book �Christ Plays in 
Ten Thousand Places.� This is a fascinating book on living  a �God-breathed life� and I recom-
mend that you try to attend as many sessions as you can. 

The Pancake Supper on Shrove Tuesday was very well attended and I heard from many people 
how much they enjoyed it. Crowns were made by young and old, the children decorated alleluia 
cards which were then put in a chest and locked away for Lent, and Father Charles led the children 
in singing many songs, (accompanied by the young at heart!). 

Somehow Lent has come upon us on the heels of the Annual Meeting. As Father Adam preached 
in a recent sermon today, we need to remember our hunger. There are many ways to think about 
that, as I am sure Father Adam intended and it was followed by a most enjoyable pot luck lunch 
for the combined Shepherd Groups, where physical hunger was not an issue! It was announced 
after the hymn singing session that the Orleans Shepherd Group is being formed into three groups 
(see page 14). 

I pray that you may find new depth and understanding as we journey  through this Lent together.   
May it be a holy time for all of us.

Vestry Highlights � February, 2010 

 

Treasurer’s Report: Bill Gardiner reviewed the January 31, 2010 Financial Statements. After one month, 
pledges are 2% or $7,800+ under budget  Expenses are a bit under budget, which is good.  NSTAR has re-
duced its rates, so this may benefit our budget over the year. $8300+ from the Money Market Fund was used 
to pay off the lease of the 3 ‰ year old Canon copier, because of ongoing problems. A new copier has been 
leased from a local firm, and the savings on the lease and service payments will save the $8300+ expenditure 
over time. 

Proclamation: 

Education for Christian Living: Four children are signed up for the Communion Preparation Course. To 
help meet the �Safe Church Policy,�  parishioners will b e asked to volunteer to serve as helpers in the church 
school classrooms to assure there are two adults in each classroom. 

Welcoming: 

Welcoming Committee:  The committee has developed an excellent tracking process.. Eleven families are in 
various stages are being followed by this committee. Some have already been fully integrated into the Parish. 

Serving: 

Outreach:  Letters, requesting 2010 goals and needs, have been sent out to agencies that this committee as-
sists. Emergency grants were  given: $500  to the Salvation Overnight program and $100 to our Overnight 
Hospitality program for a new mattress. Haiti: Discussions are ongoing as to the best way to assist in the fu-
ture long-term  relief efforts. 

Peace and Justice:  Plans are being finalized for the Environmental Program in May; Peter Trull will be in-
vited and the children and youth will be involved. Additional efforts will be made in the future to reach out to 
our children and youth to education them about social justice issues. 

Lay Pastoral Care:  Peter Blank is joining Pattie LaBranche as a co-chair of the transportation ministry. 

Property:  The nave windows have been ordered. The sand bins are in place with excellent scoops crafted by 
Bill Becker. 

Old Business/New Business 

Parish Space Use Policy:  This committee has begun its work and is currently gathering and reviewing infor-
mation. 

Vestry Retreat: Will be held Friday, March 26 from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. and Saturday, March 27 from 9:00 a.m. 
to 1:00 p.m. An outside facilitator recommended by the Diocese will be hired to assist in this process. 

Next Vestry Meeting:  The  next Vestry Meeting will be Thursday, March 18, 2010 at 7:00 pm in the Fire-
place Room.

Eugene Peterson is one of the more important, effective writer-pastors in recent years.  Christ Plays in Ten 
Thousand Places reunites spirituality and theology in a cultural context where these two vital facets of     
Christian faith have been rent asunder.

Order 
  

In an on-line dictionary, the word �order� has 20 noun a nd six verb definitions. One common use of the word 
is placing an �order� for food in a restaurant or on-li ne shopping.

The Old Testament teaching to "give 
the first gathered fruits of a harvest to God in gratitude" is also a basic Christian Stewardship principle or or-
der. Divine Order is simply the way God orders or arranges things. So when we give �first to God� through 
our stewardship, we set our life on a path of Divine Order.
